Under 21s go free - The ENO offer a limited number of free tickets to Under
21s for every performance. Book early to avoid disappointment.

5-15 year olds can get two free opera tickets for all ENO productions at The
London Coliseum when accompanied by a full paying adult.

16-20 year olds get one free opera ticket per production for all ENO shows
when they join the free membership scheme.

ENO Engage - offers free learning resources which include Industry Insights,
exploring operas including the context, music and staging of productions.

Group bookings: For Youth and Adult Community Groups, the ENO offer 10
free tickets for every adult ticket bought at £25 (plus £2.50 booking fee).

The
museum has extensive information for school visits. Its not clear whether the
same offers are also available for youth groups.

The British Museum, Holborn - open daily 10 -5pm (Eridays: 8.30pm). Groups
of 10 or more must book their visit at least seven days in advance at
britishmuseum.org/groups.

Victoria and Albert Museum, South Kensington - open daily 10-5pm (Fridays
10-10pm). Various trails available. Eree resources available online for schools
and families.

Imperial War Museum, Lambeth - open daily 10-6pm. Pre-booking for groups
is not required. Groups of 6 or more should use the West Entrance. Fun home
learning resources available at a Home Learning Hub.

National Army Museum, Chelsea - open Tue-Sun from 10-5.30pm. Closed on
Mondays. Extensive home |learning_resources available.

Horniman Museum, Forest Hill - open daily from 10-5.30pm. Explore the
world from global cultures to natural wonders.

British Library - The Treasures of the British Library gallery showcases some of
the greatest texts, from Magna Carta and Shakespeare to Florence
Nightingale and Gandhi, visitors can explore some of the world’'s most
exciting, beautiful and significant books, maps and manuscripts.

Getting there....

Did you know that children aged 5-10 can travel for free on TfL transport
services (buses, tube, DLR, trams) and most national rail services with a Zip
Oyster photocard (must be applied for by a parent or carer)? Without a Zip
Oyster Photocard, up to four children under 11 travel free with each fare-
paying adult.

11-15 year olds can travel free on buses and trams with a Zip Oyster Photocard
(must be applied for by a parent or carer), pay a child rate fare on tubes, DLR
and London Overground and get 50% off most National Rail services.

Children aged 16 and 17 can travel for free on buses and trams (if in full time
education) and get 50% off tubes, DLR, London Overground and most
National Rail services with a 16+ Zip Oyster photocard (which must be applied
for in advance).

The TfL website provides more information on travelling with young people.

National Rail Services have rules on child fares on the National Rail Website.
Group Travel discounts start from groups of 3 or more people.
